1. Remove banding and packaging to
inspect material immediately upon
receipt or at time of will-call.

2. If material is damaged, defective, or
incorrect, contact your local
distributor immediately.

How to store the product?

1. Store panels indoors and in original
packaging, minus the pallet banding.

2. Store flat on a smooth, dry, fully
supported surface. *DO NOT store
vertically on edge.

3. Avoid areas of extreme heat or cold,

material that can move to a certain
extent, which is why an
expansion/contraction gap of "
(minimum) must be incorporated. Figure 3

e Stainless steel fasteners are
recommended when attaching the
PaperStone Cladding to the NorthClad
mounting system.

e The PaperStone Cladding must be
fastened to a minimum of three of the PaperStone

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These furring strips must not be spaced
out more than a maximum distance of
24" . The fasteners must be at least 1-3”
away from the panel edges. The drawing
below (Fig. 4) illustrates both of these
points.

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e In order to allow the PaperStone
Cladding panels to have the ability to
freely expand and contract, the
implementation of a single “fixed point”
is recommended. The hole for the “fixed
point” should be drilled to the diameter
of the fasteners. All other fasteners will
be “floating points” as shown in this
drawing. (Fig. 5) These holes should be
a minimum of 3 mm larger than the
diameter of the fasteners. Asyou can see,
it is also recommended that the “fixed
point” be located as close as possible to
the center point of the panel.

Care & Maintenance?

e PaperStone Cladding does not require a
finish product to be applied.

¢ Should PaperStone Cladding need to be
cleaned, a mild soap/water cleaning
solution and a rag should be the first
approach. A final rinse with clean water
to remove any soap residue may be
necessary.

® Pressure washing can be an option, but
one that should be done with extreme
caution to avoid damaging the product.

e If a finish product is desired to
‘rejuvenate’ the appearance of the
PaperStone Cladding, we recommend
applying The PaperStone Finish as
according to the instructions on the
container.
